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Discount Vouchers - Rates & Conditions
Congratulations on obtaining your discount vouchers

EAST KURRAJONG.

Your discount voucher includes:

Playing fee (Multiple Games), Paintball gun and all gas refills, Camouflage Overalls
Full face mask with ear protection, Neck and Throat Protector, Chest protection for
ladies and BBQ lunch with tea and coffee.

You are required to pay a security deposit of $22 per player. This provides 100
paintballs for each player that attends — those not attending forfeit their deposit.
(Please see ‘BOOKING DEPOSITS’ section below).

Many years of experience tells us the average number of paintballs used in a days play
ranges between 200 and 500+ per player. Few players use less than 200 paintballs and a
moderate number of players use more.

Extra Paintballs may be purchased via one of two options:

OPTION ONE

As stated on the discount voucher, paintballs may be purchased at $22.00 per 100 — all
day.

OPTION TWO

Bulk paint can be purchased at:  $90.00 per 500 (equivalent to $18 per 100)

BOOKING DEPOSITS

Having confirmed a day and then placed a booking with Adventure Quest Paintball
Skirmish, next you must lodge a deposit of $22.00 per person prior to your intended
play date. The deposit pays for your first 100 paintballs on the event day.

* Players not attending will forfeit their $22.00 Deposit *

Deposits are due at the time of making your booking, however for large group bookings
and / or for bookings made well in advance we will be flexible in working with you to
allow sufficient opportunity to pay your deposit. Please understand however that your
booking is not secured and confirmed until you have paid a deposit for each person
attending.

The Adventure Quest Paintball Skirmish Booking Office will advise you of the final
date to pay your deposit and it is your responsibility to complete payment by the



allocated date. Failure to make payment by agreed times may result in those places
being allocated to other persons willing to complete the booking process without delay.

Deposits can be paid over the phone using any major credit card, direct deposit at the
ANZ, (please telephone us for bank details) or you may mail a cheque or money order,
made payable to AQPS, to our office located at 1/980 Victoria Rd, West Ryde, NSW,
2114.

Refunds will only be made for cancellations received seven clear days prior to the
booked date and will attract a 15% service/admin fee. Deposits not received by AQPS
or any deposit where the funds have not cleared by the agreed date will result in
cancellation of booking.

Private bus transport can be arranged from anywhere in Sydney (return). The hire fees
for such transport is payable direct to the carriers. For local carriers we recommend
please telephone our booking office.

On weekends you may book from 1-160 players. During the week we can open our
fields for groups of 30 or more players. As bookings are subject to availability be sure
to book early to avoid disappointment. We're open 7.30am to 4.00pm with games running
between 8.30am and 3.30pm. Players must attend by 7.30am. PLAYERS NOT
REGISTERED BY 8.30am WILL ATTRACT A $10.00 LATE REGISTRATION FEE.

Registration will take place at the field, where you will receive your hire equipment and
undergo a safety briefing prior to play. Group / team numbers are at the discretion of
AQPS. Separate groups are usually around 30 players.

What to bring:

Photograph identification - NO EXCEPTIONS- (e.g. birth card, driver licence, proof
of age card, passport, student identification etc.). This also applies to any person aged
16 to 18 who has an authority from their parent / legal guardian to play paintball. The
importance of bringing this identification cannot be stressed enough. Please pass this
information on to all persons in your group as refusal of entry to our playing fields for
any of your group may be embarrassing for you and disappointing for the person
concerned.

Recommended clothing would be a light tracksuit or shorts and T-shirt to wear under
overalls. Strong footwear preferably with ankle support; we recommend using hiking
boots, GP’s etc. as running / casual shoes, whilst being comfortable do not provide
sufficient support in bush / rough terrain situations. A baseball cap or similar and
gloves may also be beneficial. For your convenience men’s groin guards and fingerless
camouflage gloves may also be purchased at our fields.

Minimum age to play paintball is 16 there are no exceptions. All players over 16 years
of age but under 18 years of age at the date of the event may play provided the
conditions of the attached authority are met and such authority is both legible and
correctly completed. The authority MUST be produced on the day. NO AUTHORITY
EQUALS NO PLAY —don’t forget — IT’S THE LAW.
